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St Barnabas has a strong tradition of  charitable giving as a church, and 
of promoting fundraising and volunteering in support of  
charities.  
 
The church devotes part of its own income to donations to charities, 
with an emphasis on local and Christian organisations. In addition the 
collections from the congregation at the Christmas festival services are 
passed to two charities nominated each year. 
 
Three major fundraising events are organised each year, 
·  A Handyman Sale in May 
·  A Garden Party  (with community involvement) in July 
·  A Christmas Fair in December 
All the proceeds are devoted to charities. The principal recipient of 
these funds is the Daynes Education Trust.  St Barnabas has a long as-
sociation with this charity, based in South Africa, which provides fi-
nancial support to students. Details of the Trust are set out inside. 
 
The charitable activities are overseen by the Charity Committee, which 
recommends the annual schedule of donations, and organises the three 
main fundraising events.

They began their work among black South Africans in 1960 at St. 
Lucy’s Hospital near Umtata, in the Transkei, in what were then the 
tribal homelands. St. Lucy’s was a small mission hospital with about 
six or seven doctors who treated over 250,000 people per year.  For 
many years now their work has been carried out in Kwa Zulu, Natal 
where until Guy’s retirement as he entered his eighties, they were 
based at the Madadeni Hospital. 
 
In 1986 the attention of the Daynes was drawn to two gifted students 
who were unable to go to university for lack of funds.  They therefore 
began to raise funds through the Daynes Education Fund to assist 
needy students in Northern Natal and by 1994, 55 such students were 
being supported.  The students are chosen by written application fol-
lowed by interview and generally an agreement is made whereby the 
student agrees to repay one half of the sum provided to the Fund 
when able to do so.

In 1994 the age of Guy and Jan and the increasing amount of admini-
stration required as the number of students grew resulted in the Fund 
being reconstituted as the Amajuba Education Fund run under the 
auspices of the Justice, Reconciliation and Peace Ministry Task 
Group of Holy Trinity Church, Newcastle, Natal.  Until the end of 
2004 Guy and Jan Daynes themselves remained very directly in-
volved in the day to day administration work of the Fund  
 

Unfortunately, at the beginning of 2005 we learnt the sad news of 
Guy’s death, followed in August 2006 by that of Jan.  At the end of 
2004 the trustees voted to change the fund’s name to the Daynes Edu-
cation Trust in honour of the work of Guy and Jan.   
 

Save for the most highly gifted medical students, generally applicants 
are required first to obtain  diplomas by part-time study before being 
supported at university or similar institutions to demonstrate their 
dedication and to enable money to be used as economically as possi-
ble for the benefit of the greatest number. 
 

St. Barnabas Emmer Green has supported many students over the 
years who are now working as teachers, doctors, nurses, lawyers, ac-
countants etc. in the new South Africa.  Regular updates are received 
from the fund detailing the progress of individual students and Guy 
and Jan Daynes made many visits to St Barnabas when they visited 
the United Kingdom and on such visits addressed the congregation.  
In addition we have received, and continue to receive, letters of grati-
tude from students whom we have assisted.  .
